Theterm coincidenceisderived fromtheLatin co-
meaning “in”, “with”, or “together” and incidere
meaning “to fall on.” Things which fall (occur)
together. “Coincidence” can be used to describe an
experience that appears accidental but seems to be
purposefully arranged because of its uncommon,
unusual nature. An unexpected meeting of things at
the same time and place.

Such events could rangefromthe seemingly trivial
- the radio starts playing a song called “Popcorn” just
when you’ ve reached for a packet of popcorn in the
cupboard, or it might be the unexpected meeting of a
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person who answers a crucia problem that caused
great pain at that particular time in your life. The
event’s unlikeliness and its infrequent or unexpected
nature is what draws our attention to it. It therefore
serves as a focal point, a highlight. In a sense, it
awakens us a little. If it is significant enough it may
even make us weep with awe or delight (yes, such
things have been known to make me cry).

If you can get hold of WilliamWor cester’ s

“ TheLanguage of Parable” * (asurprising|

fresh read for a book first published in 1892

you'll get a much better idea of theliveliness

of correspondences. It does a good job of

comprehensively surveying the basics of the

subject and leaves the reader wanting to
know more. And it achieves this by giving
the impression that all of natural creationis
reflecting the world we experience within us.

Then, when we look at a tree, we see
much morethan just asingleidea. Weseea
whole theme. We see the tree is large and
tall. That it hasgreat massesof foliage made
up of thousands and thousands of individual
leaves. That it has a branching structure of
wood which is strong, yet flexible. That it
provides many creatureswith a home, and us
with shelter fromwind, rain and sun. That it
has a secret life deep below the ground. And
t_hatb it provides us with beauty, food and
timber.
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In short, when we ook at a tree we see it
is wonderful in many, many ways. And
different people may seize on different
aspects of a tree’'s wonderfulness, and so
naturally the correspondence relating to a
particular characteristic can easily become
the most salient thing in a person’s mind on
the subject. Snce this correspondence
reflects the reality of how the tree relates to
the rest of creation, in this sense, it is
perfectly valid. But no matter what that
aspect is, it will inevitably relate in a
meaningful way to the general
correspondence of a tree, which, as a
member of the plant kingdom, is to do with
the life of human under standing.

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Nothing Unconnected Ever Happens
by Julian Duckworth

One of the strangest phenomenain life is when
two apparently unrelated events come together in
some way, either out therein life or, perhaps more
often, in us. An example of thefirst, say, could be
that you switch on the radio and listen to aclassical
music program and they play a Chopin waltz. You
know it so well that you go to the other music
program and they're playing the same piece! It's a
coincidence, and the likelihood of it happening is
remarkably small. An example of the second kind
which directly involves you as the one making the
connection could be, say, that yesterday for some
reason you were thinking about life as something
that needs foundations. This impinged on your
thinking and you came up with the thought that
beliefs and actions are kinds of good foundations.
Then today you get a call from the Council saying
that they are checking the foundations of buildings
as asafety measureincluding your house. And you
think that this is a strange coincidence, the two
coming together like that. If it had been the other
way round - the Council call first and you reflecting
on life's foundations afterwards, it wouldn't be a
coincidence. But only you will be putting the two
together.

When you begin looking for or noticing life's
threads and connections, it is remarkable that more
will beginto appear. Not seemto, but will. It'sasif
you are at the threshold of seeing lifein away that
you never saw it before. Previoudly, it felt to you
that most thingsin life, both out there and for you,
were simply random events. If two things ever met
up, it was still seen as random or chance
happenings. But now, with more interest in it, you
are starting to noticethat many thingsin life seemto
be connected. It feelsintriguing and very different.
You can't really explain it but more connections are
coming your way.

At first it feels like the number of connected
events has just increased a lot. They are ill
separate but there are more of them. And as you
look and realise, they show themselves to you.
That'sthefirst threshold - realising them. But there
is a second threshold which changes everything

completely: you begin to see that nothing
unconnected ever happens. These bizarre tie-ups
you've been getting are not isolated events even
though that was how it seemed; they are tips of the
iceberg. You are now much more open to the
thought that the whole of life is connected or
amazingly timed and meaningful, or however you
putit. Thewholeof life! You have certainly made
amajor shift.

At times, this idea of everything being in
connection is just a view of life that you have. At
other times it seems to work out exactly like that.
So, if we do accept that nothing unconnected ever
happens and the whole of lifeisin a genuine flow,
what would we say about those earlier peculiar pop-
ups that made their presence felt so dramatically?
It now seems strangeto singlethem out, but perhaps
they were catal yststo get you seeing thingsin anew
way. Perhaps we people, caught up in such dense
stuff astime, space and illusion, we need something
dramatic to break through our impressions. Perhaps
we also need humbling a little bit so that when a
coincidence happens it's as though a higher and
wiser source of lifeissaying, "Y ou think you know
so much, well, try and explain this!"

The spiritual part of life is very attuned to the
idea that everything in life is connected. The
greatest mystical experience human beingscan have
is to realise and feel that al is one. We have this
deep ideain our sense of God being one, whatever
we fedl God is. This is the level of unity which
provides a helpful balance to our experience of
diversity. | suggest that we need to have both of
these life experiences and move easily between the
two.

If then nothing unconnected ever happens, we
can begin to make a positive use of this. Without
becoming fatalistic, we can accept that in the whole
design of life, what comes and then what comes
next has an intended part in our spiritua
development. Onethingthat isfairly obviousabout
human life, unless we fight not to let it happen or
dismiss everything, is that we change and become
different than we once were. We learn to be more
patient, more respectful, more sensitive to other
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peoples feelings. This doesnt just happen
automatically because we arrive at middle age. It's
the outcome of many thingsthat have been working
in us and on us even without us realising it. If we
believe in God we will probably say that God has
been carefully guiding us or that thisisthe work of
DivineProvidence. Some higher wiser truer energy
knowswhat it isdoing and workswith usover years
to bring us to become who we are. It might have
felt that we were working on it, but it istruer to say
that al the time it has been working on us with
amazingly good timing.

And the beauty about thisisthat we don't haveto
change anything we do or need to get on with. We
candtill liveactivelives, beuseful, livefor and with
others, make plans, choose and decideasif werethe
onesdeciding all this. The connection of everything
becomes a mindset or backcloth against which we
continue, but now we are aware that bit more why
things unfold in the way they do. It explains so
much of life and we are comfortable being in it.
You could accurately say that coming into this
realisation isn't about learning something new, it is
appreciating how it has always been.

Swedenborg's terminology for this is the word
'providence’. It helps us to appreciate that the
sourceof lifeisalwaysproviding for everything and
is even managing our mistakes and doubts. One of
the best statements Swedenborg makes about
providence is that those who trust in it are being
safely carried along by it as though they arein its
stream, and they will experience ahappinessin life
in spite of what comes to pass, because they livein
this trust and faith. It sounds like a good kind of
view of life to be in, and of course, as with all
streams, whether watery or otherwise, everythingis
working together for the overall flow of wellbeing,
and nothing unconnected ever happens.

The Centre has a budget and a strategic plan approved by the SSNC Committee, to whom the
Director will be responsible. It has been in existence for almost 50 years, initially under the
management of the incumbent Minister, and then of Mr. Jarvis. The Centre’s programs and
organisation have continually adapted to changes in society and technology over that time and will
need to continue to do so. The Committee has carried out an initial review of the activity and has
enthusiastically resolved to continue it. We want to work with the new Director to review the
Centre’s location, in particular, and to develop the program for the coming years.

The appointee will

* have a firm belief in and a good knowledge of Swedenborg’s spiritual writings,

e appreciate the many strands of Australian culture and attitudes to spiritual things,

* be able to communicate effectively with individual enquirers about spiritual things and
generally, and about the Swedenborg’s spiritual writings,

» understand the opportunities and limitations of communicating in person and through written,
electronic and broadcast media,

* be a good organiser, and

* be able to work within a budget.

Specific skills in such fields as public presentation, information technology, finance and
management would be an advantage, although support and/or training could be provided.

Snow

SNOW . . . What is your reaction to the stuff? As
with Mistswith whichwedealt in last issue, snow is
somewhat foreign to the mgjority of Australians.
But magazines, television and movies often show it
in al its beautiful, gleaming whiteness, blanketing
the earthin adazzling covering of purewhite. There
is another side, though. The freezing, treacherous
mush, bringing traffic to a standstill and confining
people to their homes, huddled over fires and
radiators? Onemight look alongway to find amore
perfectly ambivalent symbol - gleaming purity or
freezing mess!

Personally, I’'m on the side of * gleaming purity’.
So, | can feel with the psalmist who wrote of the
Lord, He spreads the snow like wool (Ps.147:16).
And with John who stood in awe before the
powerfully radiant vision of the risen Lord,
describing his head with hair as “white as snow”
(Revelation 1:14).

|s there snow ever to be seen in heaven?

A good question, since snow although beautiful,
particularly when reflecting golden sunshine off
mountain peaks, is cold - very cold - and cannot
continue to exist once there is any real warmth.

In other words, can it ever be cold in heaven? If
the answer were ‘NO’, what a great deal of beauty
would be missing from the heavenly scene!

Does snow, then, correspond to heaven or hell
within the human spirit?

Isthereaplacefor ‘ cold beauty’ withinthe spirit
aswe fedl there certainly isin Nature outside?
| certainly believe so, as one who has experienced
the wonderful ‘cold beauty’ of mathematics,
beautifully symbolised in the intricate hexagonal
forms of the snowflake. | have responded to, and
been delighted with, beautifully structured and
patterned presentationsof truths (Swedenborg’ sown
teachings providing a marvellous example), even
though sometimes | may not have been feeling the
warmth of love in my heart. Yet, much as | have
now experienced the overriding importance of
personal love for truly spiritual happinessand joy, |
still love winter scenes and patterned truth just as
dearly, and know that despitetheir coldness, they are
still a part of God's heaven and can express
something very wonderful about the Divine.

But, winter alone cannot make or expressheaven
as awhole. To remain only in the appreciation of
‘cold truth’ would beto ‘freeze’ - and be turned into
aspiritual block of ice.

God says to the snow, ‘Fall on the earth’ (Job

37:6); yet thankfully, in his love for me, he aso
sends his Word and melts it (Ps.147:18). So my
heart melts as my love for ‘beautiful pictures and
patterns ‘melts’ into the love of warm human
relationships - and anew Spring is born.

The other frequent use of the term “coincidence’
isin maths or physics to describe an overlap point, a
shared point along two paths through space at one
pointintime. Let’sexplorethat briefly. Thiscoming
together at a meeting point occurs more often than we
may realise. For example, think how rays of light are
reflected off objectsin our visual field. Asthey enter
our eye they come to a point, coinciding in the centre
of theeye' slens. Indeed, it isthe function of the lens
tofacilitateincoming raysof light into focus so we can
make sense of what we are looking at. Similarly, we
can make more noticeable coincidences occurring in
our life become focal points for directing our life,
although only if weallow them. But we' reunlikely to
allow them unlesswe experience such coincidences as
meaningful. | suggest beginning by looking out for
them. When you start looking, you'll see lots more
than before, just like seeing more and more starsin the
night sky thelonger you look. Then try to notice what
they may be telling or showing you. Thisisthe start
of seeking to make meaningful use of life's events,
even small ones.

The Divine appears to have put a veil between
Creator and creation. Thisvelil allowsthefreedom for
us to act, think and feel everything at al times as if
from ourselves, allowing us to exercise the power of
choice, a power lovingly extended to us. But the
Divine does need opportunities to act in this world.
Divine guidance is certainly present in sacred
scripture, but it also manifestsin our dreamsandinthe
turn of events appearing to act through the tiniest
causes. “God does not play dice with the universe’
(claimedthe physicist Albert Einstein). Aninteresting
physics experiment tried to map very accurately the
starting point of aswinging pendulum against several
evenly spaced magnets on the platform under the
pendulum. These magnets acted as possible end
(resting) points for the pendulum as it's swing
dissipated. They found that no matter how detailed the
mapping of the pendulum’ sstart |ocation, the outcome
could not be predicted and remained always chaotic
(random). | suspect it may be unpredictability present
at sub-microscopic instants of time or space which
allows higher forces to act on this world without it
appearing obvious as intervention (hmmmm, that’s
bound to generate some | ettersto the editor, sorry Ed).
We seem to have no other scientific and factual
explanation for what caused the ‘pendulum’ of the
events interacting with our life to sway this way or
that, either meeting the need of the moment or
alternately opposing it asaway to highlight something
new to us. The Egyptians used to say God acts from
the perpendicular, meaning from the least expected
angle.

The psychologist Carl Jung once recounted how
the cookwarein hiskitchen started to behavewillfully,
akettlefell to the floor and other pots and pans started
falling. Hetalked to theimplementstelling them how

distracting their behaviour was and told them to settle
down, which they did from then on.

Swedenborg was favoured among seamen as an
ideal passenger due to the apparent favourable sailing
weather in his presence. As one captain remarked of
him “1f Swedenborg chooses he can always have a
free passage with me for during the whole of my
experience at sea | have never sailed better.” (The
Swedenborg Epic, chapter 35). Coincidence?

So, coincidences which are meaningful to us (in
which we search for meaning) can becomelittleor big
catalystsfor changesin our everyday lives. Carl Jung
gave such coincidences a hew name: synchronicity
(Greek, syn- meaning ‘together’ and chronos ‘time,’
thus together in time). It reminds me of a sort of
resonance between two seemingly unrelated events —
just as two sounds might reinforce each other, so we
can allow synchronicity to resonate morein us.

There is an interesting connection between the
founder of the Wedgwood company and the
Swedenborg movement. Renowned sculptor and
ardent promoter of Swedenborg’s teachings, John
Flaxman, worked with Josiah Wedgwood for many
years.
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Chance Readings on Three Continents?

Following afriend’ srecommendation to study it, a30 year-old purchased acopy of Swedenborg’ s Vera Christian
Religio (later translated from the Latin as True Christian Religion). He glanced through its pages on arrival but
on finding the contents not easy to digest nor in line with his beliefs, he laid it aside essentially unread. Yet,
unbeknown to him, one phrase - just one phrasein that massive book - had impinged itself on hismind: the phrase
‘Divinum Humanum’ or ‘ DivineHuman’'. Sometimelater, whilevisiting other friendsin another county, hehada
profound spiritual experience. A feeling of deep peace came to himin the night, and also, asit seemed, avision
of brightness and glory encompassing the phrase * Divinum Humanunt'. The experience persisted for a number
of daysincreasinginintensity. Hethen remembered where he had seen those words before - in the neglected book
at home. He cut short his stay, hurrying home to read the book from cover to cover - it was arevelation to him.
It changed his whole understanding of theology and the divine nature of Christ, something of a problem for him
being Rector of St. John’s in Manchester, an important posting within the Church of England. Yet he stayed in
this position for the next 40 years preaching and disseminating Swedenborg’ steachingsto full congregationsand
large groups of readers in surrounding villages and towns. Just two years after Swedenborg’ s death, Rev John
Clowes became one of the earliest advocates of the spiritual teachings in Swedenborg’ s works at the beginning
of amovement which has lasted 240 years. His story iswell documented.

In 1868, an Indian gentleman - a Hindu and government official - was walking through Bombay and decided
to step into an auction room in which there were alot of old books. Onetitle stood out from the rest - Heaven
and Hell - aworn out copy packed up with some dozen or so other old books. Hisrequest to glance through the
book was refused by the auctioneer and his option to do so was to outbid anyone el se interested in the package
asthetitlewasvery alluring with the other titlesbeing ‘ meretrash’. On securing the package and satisfying his
curiosity by looking through the Table of Contents, he hurried hometo * devour’ it chapter by chapter asgreedily
asahungry person would hisfavourite dish. Thiswas hisfirst acquaintance with Emanuel Swedenborg. Over
and over again heread it, finding much in common in the philosophical and religious books of the Hinduswhich
he had studied. Seeing the book had been published by The Swedenborg Society in London, he obtained
Conjugial Love, Divine Love & Wisdom, The New Jerusalem and True Christian Religion amongst other
publications through the good offices of afriend who visited London soon afterwards. He found so much he
could identify with from his Hindu background but also these teachings made clear many Christian doctrines,
especialy the Trinity, the Atonement and the nature of the Bible, which as a schoolboy he had failed to
comprehend. Ten of the papers Padoba Pandurung wrote to The Swedenborg Society about his introduction
to Swedenborg and the opening up of his understanding to these new concepts are documented in the book A
Hindu Gentleman’ s Refl ections Respecting the Works of Sivedenborg and the Doctrines of the New Jerusalem
Church, available on the Web.

Thistime in Krugersdorp, South Africa- the year 1909 - the title of a second-hand book in a dusty corner of a
little furniture shop caught the eye of arummager. It was The True Christian Religion by Swedenborg. Despite
only acursory look without the remotest idea of itsreal character and significance, it was bought. At home, he
read the formidable volume with diligence and thoroughnessin avery short time and on reaching the end found
himself powerfully convinced of its veracity. He was also very impressed by what was described in the book
about Africansin the Spiritual World. Over the next two years hetalked to others about what he had discovered
gradually seeing growing interest despite his ministry in The African Holy Catholic Church. A split in that
Church enabled him to draw together those who shared his new beliefs and form their own organisation. After
several moreyears, contact was made with the Swedenborg movement in UK which offered much needed help.
In 2009, the organisation that Rev. David Mooki started holds its centenary. And it can ‘boast’ the largest
number of adherents to Swedenborg’s spiritual teachings of any country. Another well-documented story.
